To improve the air quality across urban centers given its large health
implications, policies have led to improve fuel guality and shares of
Alternate Fuels for road transport. The Indian Railways too have been
_plan ning to substitute its petroleum use with alternate and bio-fuels, and
has been consistently pursuing a policy of railway electrification over the
last couple of decades coupled with initiatives to move towards wind and
solar renewable sources of energy. Such efforts would not only help India
In reducing its emission intensities, but would also have a significant
positive impact on reducing global carbon emissians.
